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• Washington's future economic vitality and quality of life depend on a multimodal 

transportation system that is safe and well-maintained, and operates efficiently to 

serve a growing economy and population. An integrated and coordinated planning 

process supported by best management practices is necessary to meet these 

demands, whether moving harvest from farm to market on roads, waterways, rail 

and air, or getting children safely between school and home using sidewalks, 

bicycles, and buses.  

• A more defined role for the State in multimodal transportation, including air, public 

transportation, and special needs transportation is important for Washington’s 

communities across the state. Service providers must have the financial resources 

and authority to ensure they can deliver efficient services that meet the unique 

needs of their respective areas.   

• Statewide, there is an identifiable need for a secure, sustainable, long-term source 

of funding for transportation. Continuing the funding status quo will result in 

declining condition and performance of Washington’s transportation system, due 

to inadequate maintenance and failure to address growing demand.
