WHEREAS, RCW 47.17.001 sets forth criteria to be used in determining which routes of
the Washington State Highway System should be added, deleted or changed, and

WHEREAS, the Department of Transportation has reviewed the highway segments
described in Attachment A and determined they met the criteria set forth in RCW 47.01.001, and

WHEREAS, RCW 47.24.010 requires the Transportation Commission to determine what
streets in any incorporated cities and towns shall form a part of the route of state highways
designated; and

WHEREAS, RCW 47.28.010 allows the Transportation Commission to determine the
particular route to be followed by a state highway to or by way of said designated points, and

WHEREAS, the Department of Transportation has consulted with all the affected
incorporated cities and towns and reached an agreement on the location of the state highways in
Attachment A, and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Washington State Transportation
Commission does hereby approve the determination of streets which form a part of the route of
state highways within incorporated cities and towns as described in Attachment A.

ATTACHMENT A

RCW 47.17.163
State route No. 100.

A state highway to be known as state route number 100 is established as follows:

Beginning at a junction with state route number 101 in llwaco, thence westerly and southerly to
Fort Canby state park; also

Beginning at a junction with state route number 100 in llwaco, thence southerly to Fort Canby
state park.

RCW 47.17.640
State route No. 501 -- Erwin O. Rieger Memorial Highway.

A state highway to be known as state route number 501 is established as follows:

Beginning at a junction with state route number 5 at VVancouver, thence northerly by way of
Lower River Road and an extension thereof to Ridgefield, thence easterly to a junction with state
route number 5 in the vicinity south of La Center. That portion of state route number 501 from
the northerly junction of N.W. Lower River Road to the Ridgefield city limits is designated "the
Erwin O. Rieger Memorial Highway." The department may enter into an agreement with the Port
of Vancouver, Clark county, or the United States Army Engineers, or any combination thereof,
to obtain material dredged from the Columbia river and have it stockpiled at no expense to the
state.

RCW 47.17.635
State route No. 500.

A state highway to be known as state route number 500 is established as follows:

Beginning at a junction with state route number 5 at Vancouver, thence northeasterly to
Orchards, thence southeasterly to a junction with state route number 14 at Camas.
